All SHS students took part in a mock US Presidential Election 

on Tuesday 8 November 2016.  Comparative information 
about the two main candidates was provided and all 

students were encouraged to debate the pros and cons of 
each.  In total, 842 students cast their vote and the overall 

outcome was an overwhelming victory for Hillary Clinton with 

63% of the votes compared to Donald Trumpôs 30%. 
Interestingly, Mrs Clinton won in all 6 year groups and Mr 

Trump only won in 7 tutor groups.  We believe that exposing 
students to the political issues and asking them to express 

their opinion by ballot is a good way to prepare them as 
citizens of not just the UK but the 

world.  Previous mock US elections in 

2008 and 2012 resulted in a victory 
for Barack Obama, so thatôs three 

Democratic victories in a row at SHS. 

Mock US Election  

On Monday 7 November 2016 two Parish Councillors visited 

the school to meet with SHS students who live in Hartlebury.  
Hartlebury Parish Council has secured funding of £66,000 

for a community project from new building developers in the 
area and were keen to involve our young people in the 

consultation process and to discuss what the money could 

be spent on to improve the local area. The studentsô ideas 
ranged from a multi -use gym area to enclosed basketball 

courts and will be heard at the public meeting this week.  

Janice Hipkins, Hartlebury Parish 
Councillor complimented all those who 
took part saying ñYour students were 
fantastic and a credit to the school and 
their families.  The range of new ideas 
and their input on what other people 
may like to use demonstrated a very 
mature approachò.
