Games on Sunday 17 September.  This is one of the biggest sport martial arts events  
with hundreds of competitors.  The brothers took part in five events: Advanced 
Creative Weapons, Advanced Extreme Weapons, Advanced Weapons Battle, Team 
Kata and Kumite (fighting).  It was their first time in the advanced category and they 
handled themselves well, although they were unplaced.  They were able to win in the 
fighting category, with Gregory claiming the World Championship title and Benjamin 
obtained 2nd place.

Academy.  The boys have also recently 
received sponsorship from Xplosive Weapons.
