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Local Children Inspired on Hartlebury Common 
All Year 4 pupils within the Severn Academies Educational Trust were involved in a fantastic day of exploration on Hartlebury 
Common, a Site of Special Scientific Interest (SSSI), on Friday 14 September. 
 
The event was organised by the Hartlebury Common Local Group in partnership with Severn Academies Educational Trust 
(SAET) and brought together over 200 children to promote the conservation of Hartlebury Common and enable local children 
to value this historic public green space.  Importantly, all children were able to develop and apply what they had learned as 
part of their science curriculum.  
 
Children from five local primaries schools were actively involved in a fun-packed day with over 20 Learning Ambassadors 
from Stourport High school also providing superb assistance to the large number of volunteers from the Hartlebury Common 
Local Group.  SAET schools involved were Stourport Primary Academy, St Bartholomewôs CE Primary, Wilden All Saints CE 
Primary, Hartlebury CE Primary and Wolverley Sebright Primary. 
 
This wonderful experience was possible thanks to a successful Big Lottery Fund grant to the Hartlebury Common Local 
Group for the project called óHartlebury Common ï Heathland for Allô.  During the day, children experienced a range of 
interactive activities including pond-dipping, bug-hunting, mindfulness scavenger hunt and following the heather trail.
